1. RULES

1.1 The Regattas will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).  
2.     ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

 2.1 
The regatta is open to boats of the GP Fourteen Class whose helm is a member of the GP Fourteen 

International Association (temporary memberships of the Association may be available).
 2.2 
Eligible boats may enter by completing the on line entry form @ www.wksc.org.uk “forthcoming events and paying the required fee.   



The closing date is Midnight on Thursday 20th June 2019
Late entries will be accepted under the following conditions   - by paying a late entry fee of an              additional £15.00 and at the discretion of the host Club

2.3 
Competitors who are under 18 before and including the last date of the regatta must have a declaration form completed by their parent or guardian before they will be allowed to compete. This applies to helms and crews. The parental declaration form is part of the entry form.


3.      FEES 
Required Fees are as follows:

The entry fees for the event will be £10 for association members, £20 for non-members
Late entry fee, an additional £10.00 to apply. Junior 50% discounts will apply.
4.      SCHEDULE
4.1    Registration: Will be in the club house between 9am and 11 am on Saturday 22nd June.

Competitor Briefing: There will be a briefing for competitors at 11 am in the main room of the club house
4.3    The official notice board is located at the boat yard entrance to the club.
4.4 
Dates, Times of Races:


The first race is scheduled for Saturday not earlier than 12.00 noon. Four races are scheduled to take place back to back.
5.      MEASUREMENT

         Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate at registration. Only certified sails may be used.

        All boats are liable to equipment checks on arrival or measured at any time during the Championship.

6.      SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions will be available at registration and may be available on WKSC web site beforehand.

7.     VENUE

        The venue will be West Kirby Sailing Club, Sandy Lane, Wirral. CH48 3HZ
        The Race Area will be the Marine Lake, West Kirby.
8.      THE COURSES

        The courses will be shown in the Sailing Instructions. 

9.  SCORING AND PENALTY SYSTEM
I. Four races are scheduled, subject to weather conditions. If less than four races are sailed, a boat series score will be the total of her races score with no discard. If Four races are sailed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, excluding her worst scores.
10.    PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded the winner of the regatta. Other prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the organisers.

11.   RISK STATEMENT 
Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: "The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone."        Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that: 

(a)
They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event; 

(b)
They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore; 

(c)
They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions; 

(d)
Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate; 

(e)
The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event          organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities; 

(f)
The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as  can be practically provided in the circumstances..
 g)
The boat is adequately insured with cover of at least £3 million against third party claims
12.   INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £3,000,000 per event or the equivalent.
